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Naucna stezka ,Rybnicni soustava Hefmanoméstecka” vychazi
z existence nékolika rybnik, které tvoii ucelenou funkéni rybnicni
soustavu. Na trase vas ¢eka 8 zastaveni nesoucich informace o historii
kraje, historii mistnich femesel, geologii okoli a pfedevsim o funkci
rybnikd v pfirodé a prilehlé krajiné. Na trase stezky v délce 2,2 km se
muzete posadit a odpocivat obklopeni pfirodou. Stezka je jak délkou,
tak skladbou informaci urcena pro sirokou vefejnost.

The educational path ,Pond System of Hefmanoméstecko” is
based on the existence of several ponds, which form a functional
pond system. There are 8 stops on the educational path bearing
information about the history of the region, the history of local crafts,
geology of the surroundings and also about the function of ponds in
nature and the surrounding landscape. The educational path is 2,2 km
in total and it is possible to sit and relax surrounded by nature. The trail
is both by length and composition of information for the general public.

Historie krajiny a osady Konopac
V 18. stoleti zde bylo Sest rybnik{. Nejsevernéjsi z nich nese jméno
Konopéc. Rybnik tak byl pojmenovén podle toho, Ze se v ném mécelo
konopi péstované na okolnich polich. Déle jsou zde Rohlik, Houska
a Herout. Ostatni rybniky jiz zanikly. Krajina byla pfedevsim hospo-
darsky vyuzivana, velkou ¢ast okoli tvorily polnosti a obecni pastviny.
Rybnik Konopéc¢ vyhledavali milovnici koupani, stala u néj plovarna.
V r. 1935 doslo k vybudovani koupalisté, od 60. let zde funguje stej-
nojmenny autokemp.

Na mapé jsou zachyceny budovy Elis¢inych vanovych lazni. Ty
v roce 1835 vybudoval obchodnik Antonin Vambera. Tvoril je hosti-
nec s ubytovanim a velkym spolecenskym salem, lazenska budova
a nékolik budov hospodafskych. K Iéceni se pouzivala Zelezita voda
z blizké studny. Poté, co Elis¢iny 1azné zanikly, zacaly budovy lazni
slouzit jako sirkarna, pozdéji zde fungovala dilna na vatu. Nedaleko
hostince pod strani stala jesté Vamberova cihelna, kde se palily cihly.
Posledni cihly byly v Konopaci vyrobeny v roce 1887.

V roce 1927 méla osada Konopac, nalezejici k Hefmanovu Méstci,
27 obytnych staveni se 167 obyvateli.

Pohled na Elisciny Idzné A. Vambery v Konopdci, Vtficdtych letech minulého stoleti nejvyssi
podle rytiny. denni ndvstéva Cinila 1220 0sob.
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In the 18th century there were six ponds. The northernmost of them is
called Konopdc¢. The pond was named after hemp being soaked in it
from the surrounding fields. There are also other ponds - Rohlik, Houska
and Herout. Other ponds have disappeared. The landscape was mainly
used economically, a large part of the surrounding area were fields and
municipal pastures. Pond Konopdc was looked up by bathing lovers, the-
rewas also a swimming pool by the pond. In 1935, a swimming pool was
built there, and since the 1960s a camping site of the same name has
been operating here.

The map shows the buildings of Eliska’s Spa. These were built in 1835
by businessman Antonin Vambera. It consisted of a hotel and a large
social hall, a spa building and several farm buildings. For treatment, iron
water from a nearby water well was used. After Eliska’s Spa disappeared,
the spa building was used as a matchbox factory, then was also used as
a cotton wool workroom. Near the hotel below the hillside was Vambe-
ra’s brick factory, where bricks were made. The last bricks were made in
Konopdcin 1887.

In 1927, the settlement Konopd¢, belonging to Hefmaniv Meéstec,
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
